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Free School Meals

Families who are eligible for the Free School Meals food parcels have been contacted
with a time slot for Monday. Those families whose children are attending school will
not receive a food parcel as your child/children will continue to receive Free School
Meals at school.

These need to be ordered by 8.30am on Monday morning for the SChOOl
week that you need.
